Pazo de Mirasoles, Albarifio, Spain, 2023 £31.00

This Albarino comes from the warmer, drier region of La Mancha. Biodinamically
farmed and impressively grown at high altitudes above 800m to retain the
characteristic acidity of the grape, the wine is then fermented using ambient yeasts
and aged in inert stainless-steel tanks to preserve the fresh and delicate nuances of
the grapes. The nose gives aromas of pungent citrus, tropical fruits and hints of
wildflowers. A soft textured palate balanced with its vibrant acidity, apple, lemon and
melon, leaves a fruity and harmonious finish.

Domaine de la Grand Courtade, Sauvignon Blanc, France, 2021 £32.50
Pale lemon in colour with green highlights. A nose of boxwood, grapefruit and a
touch of exotic fruits. On the palate, the mouthfeel is lively and expressive with notes
of elderflower, white grapefruit, pineapple and passion fruit. A zesty citrus acidity
balances the aromatic nature of the wine which finishes with a flinty, mineral note.

Red

Pinot Noir 1620, Lorgeril, France, 2023 £32.50

The wines from Pays d"Oc around Carcassonne in Southern France originate from a
unique terroir which has been long used in wine production since the Romans
inhabited the area. Lorgerils focus for this elegant wine was to preserve fruit without
any oak influence as to not take away from the fresh qualities of Pinot Noir. Intense
aromas on the nose, red cherries, raspberries, violets and blackcurrant leaf. A supple
palate with a spicy pepper note, smooth tannins, a restrained acidity and a long, fresh
finish.

Chateau Fabre ‘Cuvée des Jumelles’ Corbiéres, France, 2021 £33.00
Since 1771 the Fabre family have been owners of Chateau Fabre in the heart of

the Corbieres region of the Languedoc. The present owner, Louis Fabre, continues
the ancient tradition and brings his own talents to the estate blend of classic varieties
of Carignon, Syrah, Grenache and Mourvedre. The wine is concentrated with the
fragrance of wild herbs and red fruits on the nose, lots of dark berry fruits and
woodland hints on the palate, backed by subtle oaky spice and soft ripe tannins.

Comte Tolosan IGP Le Pionnier Blanc, France, 2022 £26.00

A crisp floral white wine from the south west of France. It has an aroma of citrus fruits,
particularly grapefruit, with hints of ripe pear and tomato leaf. These flavours linger
on the palate with hints of exotic fruits, a fresh lime acidity and vivacious finish.

Hamilton Heights, Chardonnay, South East Australia, 2021 £26.50

An elegant Aussie Chardonnay, bright lemon in colour with a fresh nose full of ripe
peach and citrus. The palate has a nice weight with flavours of ripe mango, pineapple
and peach with a crisp acidity and green apple notes.

The Lookout Post Sauvignon Blanc, Chile , 2023 £28.50

This fresh and juicy Sauvignon Blanc has soft aromas of light citrus fruit and a palate
with vibrant notes lemon and lime with hints of tomato leaf. An easy pleaser with a
fruity character yet fresh acidity. Made protectively to preserve the fresh fruit aromas
and flavours, fermenting at cool temperatures in stainless steel. Delightfully
refreshing.

Piquepoul Esprit des Vignes, France, 2023 £32.00

A delicious Piquepoul from the Cotes de Thau, low in sulphites. The maritime
influences give the grapes a very refreshing acidity. This is a ripe zesty wine, with
evoking citrus, apple and floral aromas, with a juicy white peach flavour. Itis crisp,
rich and saline on the finish.

Lisboa Coreto Tinto, Portugal, 2020 £26.00

An easy drinking red wine which has delicious soft fruit flavours of raspberries and
redcurrants. This wine has a superb balance between smooth, ripe fruit and youthful
freshness.

Hamilton Heights, Shiraz, South East Australia, 2021 £26.50
Bright ruby red in colour, this Aussie Shiraz is bursting full of inviting blackcurrant
and blackberry aromas on the nose. The palate is smooth and soft with juicy black
fruit flavours and a hint of spicy pepper.

Punto Alto, Malbec, Argentina, 2021 £29.00
A dark purple in colour with bramble fruits and black cherries on the nose. The
palate has great concentration with velvety texture, dark fruits and chocolate on
the finish.

France, 2022

Intense aromas on the nose, red cherries, raspberries, violets and blackcurrant leaf.
Dark ruby in colour with notes of sweet blackcurrants on the nose. The palate has
fresh black cherry and berries with a mineral character on the finish.

Ridgeview ‘Bloomsbury’, Classic Cuvee, Brut NV, England £65.00
A pale-gold pioneer of the fresh, fruit-forward English style Sparkling with a fine
mousse and bright elegant finish. Aromas dance between creamy citrus zest and
white peach, gently balanced by fresh honey. On the palate, crisp apple and
brioche from 18 months on lees, which are balanced by characteristic freshness
and finesse. Elegant now but will age gracefully.

Prosecco Spumante "Borgo del Col Alto" Extra Dry, NV, Italy £37.00
This prosecco has a complex bouquet with fruity notes of peach, green apple and
scents of acacia and lilac. Fresh and light palate balanced with acidity and a nice
medium body and full bubbles which carries the fresh flavours on the finish.

Champagne De Malherbe, Brut, NV, France £65.00

A soft and well-rounded Champagne that exhibits typical attractive brioche aromas
with hints of red fruits and citrus. Well structured with a persistent mousse, it is round
and full in the mouth, with hints of vanilla and biscuits on the finish.
